Why We’'re Here...

Hurricane Katrina flooded St Bernard Parish with a
tidal surge up to 30 ft high on August 29, 2005. In
many cases homes
and businesses were
covered up to the roof-
tops. The result?
Nearly 100% of homes |
and businesses were
severely damaged or
completely destroyed.

Recovery from this unprecedented destruction is a
slow and painful process. Nearly 5 years after the
storm, the Parish population is only about half of
what it was before the storm. There are still no
hospitals here, and no permanent offices for basic
aid programs like Food Stamps or Medicaid.

And now local families
face a new threat, as the
Gulf Oil Spill spreads into
the waters that they have
fished for generations.
Many St Bernard fisher-
men have been out of work since the closure of the
federal fishing grounds began on May 3, 2010, and
there is no way to know how many months or years
may pass before they can once again earn a living.

The Community Center of St Bernard is actively
working to assist families struggling to rebuild their
lives in St Bernard Parish. Together with partner
agencies from across the greater New Orleans area,
we provide residents with “one stop” local access to
essential services. The people of St Bernard contin-
ue to face many challenges, but we are one place
where they can come for help and answers.

During 2010, the Mustard Seed Food Pantry gave o ut
262,795 Ibs of food to 2,110 low-income families (5,365
individuals).

Every week, more than 250 families get free clothes  at the
Mustard Seed Clothing Bank. We also gave out 3,785  free
books.

And our Food For Seniors program provided 124,048 |  bs
of food to low-income senior citizens in 2010.

The Community Center has public computers with inte r-
net access. During July alone, these computers were
used 944 times.

And 159 people have signed up for the free computer
classes offered at the Community Center in 2010.

From January—December 2010, the Community Center
passed out 24,750 informational flyers, forms and
brochures.

And during this same time, our office staff made 4, 110
referrals to help our clients find the resources th ey need-
ed.
